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Field of Dreams Community Park  
Habitat for Humanity is known for building decent, 
affordable homes that give low-income families a path 
to stability and upward mobility. Our Field of Dreams 
project is an eco-community of 20 high-efficiency twin 
homes in Kearns, Utah.  What sets this neighborhood 
apart is a central community park, providing a safe, 
welcoming, and culturally relevant space where children 
and families can spend healthy time together outdoors 
and build community. The park will connect people, 
creating the social cohesion that makes communities 
thrive. 

Park amenities include a playground, swing set, picnic pavilion, volleyball court, multi-sport court for 
pickleball and basketball, and green space with water-wise plants and trees. As the only park within a 
half-mile, the Field of Dreams Park will serve more than 600 people annually.
